A few weeks ago, my girlfriend and I took a day and 
went “Poke around” shopping.  We didn’t buy anything; we just had fun 
poking around in stores. In one store, I found “Wedding gift flip flops”.  
On the bottom of each shoe was a cut-out word. One said “Just” and the 
other said “Married”.  It took me a bit to realize that as you walked along 
the sand, you would be leaving your footprints to say “Just Married”.  
How inventive is that?! 
 
As I reflected back on this a little later, I realized that each of us moms 
leaves foot prints in the sand of our children’s’ lives.  We imprint them 
with our values and our principles as we bring them through the growing 
years.  We leave our traces on them as we walk through the shifting 
sands of motherhood. 
 
It made me think about the kinds of imprints I want to leave on my 
children.  One is the imprint of Hope and Love.  We live in a world where 
very little hope lingers and love is in short supply.  As I walk with my 
children through the years of growing, I want to imprint them with a 
healthy dose of hope, and awareness of my unconditional love.  They 
need to know that they are terrific and their potential to accomplish great 
things is unlimited.  Who better to impress that on them, than their 
mother? 
 
An even greater imprint that I aspire to leave on my children is a love for 
God and others.  Jesus said the greatest commandment is to “‘Love the 
Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your 
strength and with all your mind’, and, 'Love your neighbor as yourself.' 
(Luke 10:27)  I see these two commands as hands-on orders.  I am free 
to love God with abandon; and I am going to be deliberate about making 
sure others in the community are recipients of the expression of that 
love.  Whether that means being involved in the school community, the 
sports community or the church community, as a mom I have daily, 
opportunities to show my children the outcome of God’s imprinting my 
life with His love.   
 
Unlike those sandy flip-flop messages, the imprints I will leave on our 
kids can have a lasting impression.  I hope that one day, my kids will look 
back and grasp the lifelong memories of Hope, Joy, Uninhibited Love of 
God and Practical Faith that I have endeavored to impress on their 
growing years.

1/2 teaspoon baking Soda 
1 teaspoon baking powder

2 handfuls (or so..) of raisins 
 
Mix well, drop by scoopfuls, say a little prayer for grace
